The	green	above	the	ridge	is	
known	 as	 “The	 Potter’s	 Field”	 or	 the	 “The	 Field	 of	 Blood”.	 This	 place	 embodies	 the	
fulfillment	of	Zechariah’s	prophecy	(11:12-13)	that	the	Messiah	would	be	sold	for	30	pieces	
of	silver	and	that	this	money	would	be	thrown	into	the	Temple	and	then	be	used	to	buy	this	
field,	 naming	 it	 also	 “The	 Field	 of	 Blood”.	 	 (Mt.	 26:15,	 27:3-10,	 Acts	 1:16-17)	 This	 event	
teaches	us	several	Scriptural	principles.	1)	God’s	Word	always	gets	fulfilled.	2)	Even	though	
Judas	 followed	 Yeshua	 (Jesus)	 for	 many	 months,	 he	 had	 different	 expectations	 for	 the	
Savior,	namely	to	be	a	military	conqueror,	to	set	Israel	free	from	the	Romans.	But	the	Son	of	
God	came	to	set	us	free	from	the	bondage	of	sin	and	then,	by	putting	His	Spirit	into	our	lives,	teaching	us	how	to	live	for	God.	3)	May	we	meet	God’s	
expectations	in	us,	as	His	disciples	and	as	the	Messiah’s	followers!	May	we	do	better	than	Judas!		
	
Through	our	messages	in	Israel,	France,	Germany	and	Switzerland	people	heard	clear	Gospel	presentations	unto	salvation	by	faith	through	grace	as	
well	as	the	challenge	to	live	according	to	God’s	instructions.	We	need	to	get	ready,	for	our	King	and	Bridegroom	is	coming	back	soon!	We	trained
