Most older saints will probably remember the epic Novel and television series that came out in  
the later 1970s called “ROOTS,” by the black author Alex Haley. It recounts his American family  
heritage that went back to the British slave trade importing his ancestor Kunta Kinte into the  
American Colonies as a slave. It could really be considered a tale of the redemptive history of the  
American Revolution brining about a biblically oriented movement of abolition, emancipation  
and civil rights in pretty short order, historically speaking. The fact that Haley could succeed to  
produce such a successful novel and TV series highlighted the point that freedom and opportunity  
to reach potential in all arenas of life is now generally experienced in the melting pot of America  
(with its biblically based human rights and freedom, under God, ideology), by people of every ethnic group who take personal 
responsibility and have a good attitude and determination towards positively excelling in life. Of course, the sin problem of 
prejudice & discrimination keeps rearing its ugly head in various individual and corporate ways & places at times. And to 
some extent racism has made a come back in our society on both sides, thanks to a growing anti-God secularism and ideology 
of Marxism causing division in the ranks (with a divide and conquer strategy) advancing through our institutions of “Higher 
learning,” which is now trying to filter down into our public education and influential media towards kids.

Sadly, this trip back to  
our home State of Minnesota was necessitated by the passing of my dear oldest brother, Tim.  
As I was asked to give a eulogy regarding my brother’s life, I was emotionally overwhelmed to  
remember way back to our teenage years when God first broke through to Tim, and then used  
him to plant the first seeds of the Gospel in my heart, resulting in saving faith conversion a few  
years later in college where other witnesses brought that seed to fruition. With a difficult family  
background situation, Tim struggled all his adult life with mental health difficulties and then  
a plethora of physical health problems that finally all caught up to him. But I am glad to  
believe that he is completely healed & happy with the Lord right now. His difficulties honed  
him into a very humble and gentle soul person who was always encouraging everyone he came  
in contact with. He was always a source of affirmation & encouragement of my faith & calling,  
and as he had originally hoped to be a missionary himself, I believe that was fulfilled by  
extension through his input into my life – PTL!!! On our trip we were so encouraged to get to  
visit with a number of people who were there way back at the beginning of our spiritual  
journey, as well as others who have been such a blessing to us along the way, as we headed into  
the long & winding road of our missionary calling to serve Christ’s Great Commission  
cause. One special get together was getting to see some twin sisters that we have not seen in over  
40 years. They were head over heals happy to see us again, as our sisters too, because Renae  
had helped lead them into the family of God way back in the 70’s. We all fondly reminisced about the wonderful times of 
fellowship we had in those younger glory days, and we had a lot of catching up to do! This was surely a wonderful taste of 
what it will be like to catch up with many fellow believer-friends on high (since God’s plans for each of us diverged in 
different directions for awhile), as well as getting to be introduced to the many unknown saints who our gospel outreach 
efforts were a part of their initial spiritual roots. I believe their eternal friendship blessings will be a BIG part of the eternal 
reward-treasures of our stewardship-calling, and all you who have helped us on the way will get in on that blessing as well!!
