After a conversation folks could take 
his artwork with them as a souvenir. In these Open-airs I did Gospel-Magic 
with ropes and balloons. It is awesome to work in a like-minded team with 
so many different talents, all geared to proclaim the Gospel with the goal 
to save souls.

2027) by the air-line, I was able to help with the last two 
AWANA sessions. The annual year-end self-built model car 
races are always a hit.
